The Two-Wheeled Time Machine was released theatricaﬂy in Australia in November/December
1997 in a program of shorts called Fist][u/ o][ Slzorts, put together Ly the AFL. In 1999 it was one
of five short films selected loy FNAC for the Best off Oceanie video compila’cion tape, (sold wiclely

in France and Europe).

The Two-Wheeled Time Machine was selected to support Cosi in its 2004 DVD release (the first of
30+ AFTRS films to be honoured in this way by Viﬂage Roadshow). The film was also chosen

Ly Cinema des Antipodes, in France, to appear as a bonus in a major Peter Weir Collector’s
Edition DVD box set, released in Europe in 2004.

The Two-Wheeled Time Machine representecl Australia in eleven international and Australian
competitions and festivals in 1998, including Clermont-Ferrand International Short Film
Festival (France — which I attenclecl) , Tampere International Short Film Festival (Finlancl) , St
Kilda Film Festival (Meﬂ)ourne — joint winner Best Post-Production Souncl) , Forum Cannes
Festival (France), San Diego Film Festival (USA) and Short Film Festival of Drama (Greece).

Television sales of The Two-Wheeled Time Machine to date include Spain (Canal-l—) , Poland
(Canal-l—) and Italy (Telepiu).

My previous ﬁlm, Freesty/e , represen’ted AFTRS in May 1997 at the Forum Cannes Festival
(France), and was screenecl at an AFC/AFI In&ustry Night in March 1997. The film was
released ’t}leatricaﬂy in 1997 as part of the Fist][u/ o][ Shorts compilation, presen’ted Ly the AFI.

Freesty/e has won the foﬂowing prizes: The Golden Eve Award for Best Editing at the 1998
Festival dei Festival (Italy) , The Patrons’ Award for Best Short Film at the 1997 San Diego
Film F‘es’tival (USA) , Most Popular Shor’t Film at the 1997 Australian International Film
